mercy blot out my transgressions. 2 Wash me thoroughly from my iniquity, and cleanse 
me from my sin! 3 For I know my transgressions, and my sin is ever before me. 4 Against 
you, you only, have I sinned and done what is evil in your sight, so that you may be 
justified in your words and blameless in your judgment.

Deuteronomy 12:1-7 (ESV) 
“These are the statutes and rules that you shall be careful to do in the land that the LORD, 
the God of your fathers, has given you to possess, all the days that you live on the earth. 2 

You shall surely destroy all the places where the nations whom you shall dispossess 
served their gods, on the high mountains and on the hills and under every green tree. 3 

You shall tear down their altars and dash in pieces their pillars and burn their Asherim 
with fire. You shall chop down the carved images of their gods and destroy their name 
out of that place. 4 You shall not worship the LORD your God in that way. 5 But you shall 
seek the place that the LORD your God will choose out of all your tribes to put his name 
and make his habitation there. There you shall go, 6 and there you shall bring your burnt 
offerings and your sacrifices, your tithes and the contribution that you present, your 
vow offerings, your freewill offerings, and the firstborn of your herd and of your flock. 7
